ÔCurrently, the Department of 
Peacekeeping Operations, with the 
support of the Department of Field 
Support, manages 17 operations 
deployed across five continents. 



A High Success Rate 

ÔSince 1945, UN peacekeepers have 
undertaken 64 field missions 

ÔThis among many other things, enabled 
people in more than 45 countries to 
participate in free and fair elections, 
and helped disarm more than 400,000 
ex-combatants in the past decade alone
